
 

 

 

 

 

 

Copy links in Fronter and paste into a media player 

This manual describes how to copy and paste links from Fronter to a media player as an 

alternative way to watch lectures. 
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How do I copy a link in Fronter and paste it into a media player? 

 

 

In this example we will use the free media player VLC. You can download it at:  

http://www.videolan.org/vlc/ 

Start by logging in to Fronter and enter the course room where the recorded lecture is. 

When you have accessed the proper folder you can see the link containing the lecture. 

 

  

Click the black arrow to the left of the link heading and then select “Properties”. 
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Then you will see the following page with the link to the actual video. Select the link in the 

field ”URL”, and then click Ctrl + C on your keyboard to copy the link. 

 

 

Open your mediaplayer, in this case we use VLC. 

Go to “Media” menu, then select ”Open Network Stream”.  
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Paste the link in the address field by pressing Ctrl + V on your keyboard. 

Then press ”Play” at the bottom right to start playback of the recorded lecture.
